Dale’s riding history never stopped since his childhood days of pedal-
ing through the streets and alleys of Pratt, Kansas and the rural roads
of Pratt County, except for a couple of teenage years and a few years
in Oklahoma. Necessity taught him the value of bicycle commuting
during college. In 1990 when Dale happened upon a JCBC weekend
ride, he learned that cycling can be an adult group activity as well. In
the early 1990’s Dale was able to combine his joy of cycling and his
career when he brought together cyclists to support Olathe’s efforts to
build the Dennis Avenue bike lanes and the Indian Creek Trail. This
